To cover a portion of the cost associated with instrument
maintenance and purchase/lease.

Student will not be issued school-owned instruments. Students
may bring personally owned equipment to waive rental fee.

Beginning in 2015-16, a student fee schedule specific to each school shall be posted to the school website in a prescribed location and shall be updated annually. Fees associated with a specific course shall also
be included with the course description in the school’s Course Guide. Only fees referenced and approved in procedure JQ-R may be levied.
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
